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A classification system for surface use should be based on specific in-lake characteristics and input from a broad cross-
section of the community. For each of the criteria listed below, a lake may be assigned a point value. These points are
later tabulated to arrive at a total lake score.

This system represents a model which can be modified by the lake community. Another model which could be consid-
ered is the system used for county shoreland classification. This classification system may be used to make a preliminary
assessment as to where local boating regulations to protect ecologically sensitive areas or lakes may be appropriate.
Lakes which rank high may be considered for whole lake boating restrictions, special use regulations or slow no wake
zones. Lakes which rank low may have minimal restrictions, or not need boating ordinances for environmental purposes.

Specifics with respect to ordinance adoption will not be covered here. The publications listed below should be con-
